Ask any cyclist how his ride went,
and the response almost always will
be a variation of “My ass is killing
me.” Spending eight hours a day
perched on a 10-inch rubber pad,
where every road blemish courses
through your body ... well, the ef-
fects can be traumatic.

Throw in 105-degree heat over
nine straight days while cycling
through the desolate plains and
prairies of eastern Montana, and I
found myself browsing the aisles of a
small-town Safeway, searching for
an ointment that would relieve my
overworked, and over-chafed, butt,

After much deliberation, I settled
on diaper rash cream. “Is this suita-
ble for a teething 2-year-old?” I
asked the checkout clerk, a 20-some-
thing woman I would never meet
again, but yet who I desperately
cared would not think the cream
was for my personal use.

Two days later and my butt felt
fine, and to ensure that my rash
didn’t return, I obsessively applied
the thick, white zinc oxide several
times daily.

I completed my first century ride
the other day, a 102-mile route
through sparsely populated eastern
Montana, where vast stretches of
stark, unshaded terrain made for in-
credibly long cycling days. It wasn't
difficult selecting my evening motel
— the sign out front said “vacancy.”

Around 11 pm,, I decided that my
stiff muscles could use some reju-
venation, so I headed to the motel’s
outdoor whirlpool. I arrived to find a
festive mood: A 30-something cou-
ple from Missoula, Nora and Pat;
two 19-year-old coeds from North
Dakota State, Denise and Patty; a
case of beer and ... whoa! A pile of
underwear.

“Why so shy?” teased Patty, as I
stood tentatively in my bike shorts.

“Have a beer, loosen up!” im-
plored Denise.

I chugged a beer then lost my
shorts. But to retain some semblance
of modesty, I entered the pool back-
ward.

“Ewwww, what’s that white stuff
on your ass?” cried Denise.

“Ohmygod, that's diaper rash
cream,” cried Nora. “I use it on our
twins.”

Howling laughter (on their part)
ensued. I dropped my beer (crash!),
grabbed my shorts, and retreated
shamefully back to my room.

After such humilation, I left the
tube of diaper rash cream at the mo-
tel. It’s been nearly a week, and I
finally can let myself laugh at the
episode.

And the riding, especially as I
enter North Dakota with its north-
west tailwinds, has been really great.

But my ass is killing me. Again.
